The January 21, 2020 Regular Board meeting held at the Village Office, 110 W. Central, was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by President Keneipp.
     
Trustees physically present: Frazier, Schultz, Dial, Richards, Williams

 Also physically present: Chief Weseloh, Attorney Mike Gifford, Superintendent of Public Works Schopp, Tricia Gale and Randi Krehbel with Olympia West. 

Gale and Krehbel addressed the board regarding the Olympia West Color Run being held on May 16, 2020. There will be a 1 mile fun run and a 5K fundraiser for the school. The route was provided to the board and Chief Weseloh. There are no anticipated issues. A certificate of insurance was provided. The police will be assisting with traffic control.

Chief Weseloh addressed the board and provided the December activities report.  The recognition party for the School Safety Patrol was scheduled. Registration for the One Call Now system has been up. DARE Graduation was held at Olympia West last week. The graduation for Havana will be next week. Weseloh has begun teaching CLA in Delavan, as well. There are two trailers that are in extreme disrepair in the Olympia Trailer Court. The landlord and tenants have both been contacted to remedy the situation. No progress has been made on that front. Weseloh inquired from the board as to what other options were available to him in the way of enforcement on this ordinance violation. This is not the first time that there have been issues with getting this property owner to comply.  The current owners are not living there. There was brief discussion on what role, if any, Public Works would have in the matter. Attorney Gifford stated that the Village could abate as a nuisance or dangerous building. Notices have not been served to date. Both of those options have been pursued in the past. One building currently does not have a title. There was minimal discussion regarding commercial buildings that do not fall under the same requirements.

Schopp addressed the board and provided information that would have been reported at the last meeting, as well as the current public works report. Water loss is up to 20.7%. There was a water main break that Schopp believes was leaking prior to December 23 and is reflected in that percentage. Schopp briefed the board on his meeting with Jim Cummings at PEDC. A revolving loan account is being eliminated by the state and approximately one million dollars of those funds are being distributed around Tazewell County. A grant is being written for public places and buildings and must be spent on ADA improvements. Schopp is considering electronic entrances and sidewalk improvements as possible projects. If any funds are left over from Part A of the project, Part B would be applied to sidewalks and intersections. If Part B is applicable, Schopp would consider repairs to Main and Chicago or Main and Central. An additional option would also be the sidewalk in front of the main entrance to Village Hall. The county is requiring estimates to base grant writing on. After the grant is written the county will review, if approved, they will determine all other aspects of the project. There is no assurance that a grant will be received. 

Schopp followed up with Ameren regarding the issues with the concrete poles in the Village. Schopp provided information on the process for Disinfection Byproduct Sampling. Schopp stated that there were no issues with the lift station during the heavy rainfall. 

A motion was made by Frazier and seconded by Schultz to Approve the Resignation of Trustee Mark Beccue Effective January 21, 2020. Approved by roll call vote. Ayes: Frazier, Schultz, Dial, Richards, Williams.

A motion was made by Williams and seconded by Richards to Approve the International Clerk Institute for Heidi Mugler and Sasha Horner in the amount of $985.00. Mugler explained that she had been awarded a scholarship in the amount of $1,000.00 from the Central Illinois Municipal Clerks Organization that will cover the cost of the institute. The Clerk addressed the board. An update was given on the interest in local land development and the anticipated location. Schopp added information regarding the necessities for water and sewer. Additional land locations were discussed. 
There was discussion regarding the Solar Panel Ordinance and the permit fee that will be implemented. There was board discussion regarding what would be an appropriate fee. There was also discussion regarding inspections, follow up and fire department notification. Weseloh will get sample ordinance copies and permit fees to the board for review.
A motion was made by Williams and seconded by Frazier to Adjourn to Executive Session Pursuant To 2(C)11 of the Open Meetings Act to Discuss Litigation, when an action against, affecting or on behalf of the particular public body has been filed and is pending before a court or administrative tribunal, or when the public body finds that an action is probable or imminent, in which case the basis for the finding shall be recorded and entered into the minutes of the closed meeting.
