Chief Weseloh addressed the board. The month of February was quiet. Minier Christian Church will be conducting church safety training on May 4 and May 11. They will be hosting a concealed carry class, as well. Siren maintenance and monitoring will be ongoing. The Honor Guard will be performing at Peoria Chiefs game and Flag Day in June. Seven kids will be attending the Explorer Conference. Olympia West and Red Cross will be coordinating training in April for Storm and Disaster Safety Shelters. Volunteers are being sought out for the training who are not First Responders. Weseloh stated that the tire pressure sensor on the squad car is still not functioning properly and will be looked at again. The 2015 Squad car had a blown speaker on the siren. This was repaired today.

The Clerk stated that over 30 One Call Now enrollment forms had been received in the Village Office. An At Risk Resident Form is now available in the office, as well. This form is available for any residents that may be or know someone with health issues or physical limitations that may put them at risk during a power outage or weather emergency.  The clerk stated that multiple insurance companies have been contacted for quotes on health insurance. There has been no response from the DNR regarding the horseshoe omission from the park project. 

Keneipp stated that Superintendent Andrew Wise will be at the next board meeting to address the board regarding the proposed 1% facility tax. This tax will be on the April Ballot. 

The March 19 board meeting will be at 7:30. The Planning Dinner will be held prior to that.
