The May 21, 2019 Regular Board meeting held at the Village Office, 110 W. Central, was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by President Keneipp.

Horner again addressed the board following her remarks in the open session of the Special Meeting previously adjourned. She asked if this was the point where she had to challenge the conduct of Trustee Greathouse. Keneipp stated that yes, it was. Horner Challenged the Conduct of Trustee Greathouse. She stated that it is ridiculous that it has to come to this and should have been addressed a long time ago when the situation was brought to the attention of the Mayor and Trustee Devine. Attorney Gifford stated that he is researching the statute and if the board can act on the matter. A Hearing Date is set for June 04, 2019 at 6:30 P.M and Gifford will continue looking into the statute.


A motion was made by Beccue and seconded by Schultz to Approve the 05/07/19 Board Meeting Minutes.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Devine, Williams, Beccue, Frazier, Schultz, Greathouse.

Chief Weseloh addressed the board. He stated that there was an ongoing investigation involving all of our officers and nine other police agencies that had resulted in one arrest to date.


Schopp addressed the board. So far, 15 tons over what was collected last year, has been picked up for this year for Junk Day. Public Works has been working at the park and pouring concrete.  A tree was removed at 309 S. Minier Avenue. A Motor Fuel Tax project was presented.


A motion was made by Schultz and seconded by Frazier to Approve Blue Cross Blue Shield Employee Health Plan G530BCE in the annual amount of $64,832.16.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Devine, Williams, Beccue, Frazier, Schultz, Greathouse.

A motion was made by Beccue and seconded by Greathouse to Approve and Execute a Motor Fuel Tax Resolution for Maintenance Under the Illinois Highway Code with the Illinois Department of Transportation in the Amount of $60,644.50. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Devine, Williams, Beccue, Frazier, Schultz, Greathouse.

Nayes: None.
A motion was made by Frazier and seconded by Schultz to Approve A Rental Agreement For A 4052R Tractor and 440R Loader with Cross Implement in the Amount of $4500.00.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Devine, Williams, Frazier, Schultz, Greathouse. Beccue Abstained.
Nayes: None.

There was no report from the clerk.


Gifford informed the board on what he had researched so far on the statute and stated that there is a provision where a trustee can be removed for misconduct but is a criminal offense that can be prosecuted in addition to a $1,000.00 fine. However, the Village Board alone cannot make a removal for misconduct. It must come from the States Attorney and then the Village Board can vote. Gifford reiterated that this is based on tentative, relatively quick research and he will contact the clerk later in the week with his official determination. 


The budget will be discussed at the June 04 Regular Board Meeting.
