The July 07, 2020 Board Meeting was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by President Keneipp. The Meeting was conducted at Good Shephard Lutheran Church located at 101 East Garfield, Minier, IL in order to maintain social distancing guidelines recommended by the CDC and Governor.

 Also present: Chief Daryl Weseloh, Supt. of Public Works Schopp, Attorney Mike Gifford with Howard and Howard.

A motion was made by Frazier and seconded by Dial to approve the 06.16.2020 Board Meeting Minutes. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Swartzendruber, Williams, Frazier, Dial. Nays: None.
Chief Weseloh addressed the board. Operational changes have been made as needed regarding Covid-19. Personal Protective Equipment has been used as necessary. There were many complaints over the weekend about fireworks. Speed monitoring was continued on North Maple. 2013 squad car was taken to Mike Murphy Ford due to a malfunctioning tire pressure sensor. The new squad has been delayed due to installation of missing cage parts. Weseloh has continued to research various pool ordinances upon the request of the board. Lengthy discussion ensued regarding the various options and requirements should an ordinance be passed. A few examples are required fence height, pool size, in ground and above ground, indoor/outdoor hot tubs, enforcement, permits, and how many pools there currently are in the village. There was also discussion regarding the security measures required by homeowners insurance. Frazier offered to determine the number of pools within the village. It was also recommended that the village get public input on both social media and open forum during a board meeting. 
Schopp addressed the board. Social distancing and hand sanitizing have been maintained. Mowing has slowed. One of the public works employees has taken an extended but temporary leave. Brush and tree limbs were picked up from the latest storm damage.  Work has been continued on the parks. A limb fell at 202 South Minier Ave. There was no damage to property and the tree was removed. Seal coating is scheduled for August.

A motion was made by Williams and seconded by Frazier to Approve the Resignation of Shelly Schultz effective immediately. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Swartzendruber, Williams, Frazier, Dial. Nays: None. 

 A motion was made by Williams and seconded by Frazier to Approve the Transfer of Funds In The Amount of $30,000.00 From IL Fund General Fund to General Fund Checking. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Swartzendruber, Williams, Frazier, Dial. Nays: None.



A motion was made by Williams and seconded by Frazier to Approve the Transfer of Funds In The Amount of $23,000.00 From Clearing Fund Checking to Operation and Maintenance Fund Checking. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Swartzendruber, Williams, Frazier, Dial. Nays: None.


A motion was made by Williams and seconded by Frazier to Approve the Transfer of Funds In The Amount of $13,362.00 From Clearing Fund Checking Fund to General Fund Checking for For May and June Garbage Fees.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Swartzendruber, Williams, Frazier, Dial. Nays: None.

A motion was made by Frazier and seconded by Williams to Approve Ordinance #860, An Ordinance Of The Village of Minier, Illinois, Amending Chapter 21 Of The Village Code and Establishing A Solar Energy Code. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Swartzendruber, Williams, Frazier, Dial. Nays: None.



A motion was made by Frazier and seconded by Swartzendruber to Approve Ordinance #865, An Ordinance Of The Village of Minier, Illinois, Amending Chapter 9, Article 1, Section 11 Regarding Electronic Attendance Of Village Board Meetings. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Swartzendruber, Williams, Frazier, Dial. Nays: None. Gifford went on to further explain that the OMA for the existing emergency declaration omitted the physically present quorum requirement. This particular ordinance allows trustees to participate electronically but does require the physical quorum outside of the Governor’s Emergency Declaration.

A motion was made by Dial and seconded by Frazier to Approve CliftonLarsonAllen LLP’s Imig Park Fund Department of Natural Resources Grant Auditing Agreement, Expenses To Be Applied to Grant. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Swartzendruber, Williams, Frazier, Dial. Nays: None.

A motion was made by Frazier and seconded by Swartzendruber to Approve Olympia West Community Service Earth Day Project and Lunch During the Week of April 19, 2021. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Swartzendruber, Williams, Frazier, Dial. Nays: None.


 A motion was made by Williams and seconded by Frazier to Approve the Inter Governmental Agreement Between Olympia West and the Village of Minier With       Accepted Revisions. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Swartzendruber, Williams, Frazier, Dial. Nays: None. 


The Clerk addressed the board. The first property tax distribution was received in the amount of $83,653.95. This is approximately $30,000.00 less than normal. A second distribution will be received mid July. Tazewell County was approximately $30,000,000.00 behind their annual installments of property tax receipts. Second and third distributions may be above average due to the extension of the property tax deadline.


Schopp stated that he crosswalk has been formed and is ready to pour at Stringtown.


There was discussion regarding the use of Olympia Park for Minier Christian Church worship service through July. There were no concerns and the services in June did not present any issues. There were also discussions regarding the proposed tractor pull through the Kiwanis Club. This will not take place due to insurance concerns.


“The Church Has Left The Building” will take place on July 16, sponsored by Minier Christian Church. Many activities will be completed within the village.


Outdoor learning will take place at Olympia West during the upcoming school year. There was discussion about utilization of the pavilion and picnic tables at Olympia West Park, as well as the bandstand. An intergovernmental agreement will be drafted between the Village and the school. 

There was brief discussion regarding Casey’s providing curbside liquor service. This would require an additional license. 


A motion was made by Frazier and seconded by Swartzendruber to Adjourn to Executive Session Pursuant To 2(C)5 of the Open Meetings Act to Discuss the      purchase or lease of real estate property for the use of the public body, including meetings held for the purpose of discussing whether a particular parcel should be acquired.

A motion was made by Frazier and seconded by Swartzendruber to move to open session. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Swartzendruber, Williams, Frazier, Dial. Nays: None.
