The September 04, 2018 Regular Board meeting held at the Village Office, 110 W. Central, was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by President Keneipp.

A motion was made by Beccue and seconded by Crawford to approve the 06/19/18 minutes as written.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Beccue, Greathouse, Devine, Schultz and Nystrom.

Chief Weseloh addressed the board.  He stated that August had been a typical month.  The Police Department assisted with the Fire/Tornado/Disaster Drill at Olympia West.  Weseloh met with EMS and the Fire Department today to discuss upcoming drills and working towards refining protocol and emergency medical equipment at the schools.  The Church Security Meeting will be scheduled in September.  A community wide meeting will be held in October.  Red Ribbon week planning will begin next week.  2013 squad car is overheating. It appears to be the water pump. Mike Murphy Ford will be repairing it.  The pump is not under warranty.

Schopp provided the board with the August Water Sewer Report.  Water loss is slightly elevated.  The problem has been located and work is being done to correct it.  Schopp commented further on the needed repairs and process of adding a new line and tap. Public Works has been pouring the walking trail, watering trees. They have replaced the chlorine injector and flushed the chlorine line.  Brian King cut down 3 of the 4 scheduled trees last week.  The battery has been replaced in the alarm at the lift station.  Schopp has contacted IDOT regarding the fence at Huffman Farm Supply. He has also scheduled a walk through with the engineer tomorrow in the area for the suggested crosswalk. Ameren was doing work on Garfield Street and will be repairing the hole that resulted from this.  

A motion was made by Beccue and seconded by Devine to approve

 the Monthly Bills as presented and allowed.  General Fund $19,693.41 Water/Sewer $10,354.69; Imig Park Fund $35,361.07.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Beccue, Greathouse, Devine, Schultz and Nystrom.

Horner provided the board with a briefing on the CUSI Water Billing System Management Class that was attended.  She also informed them of some upcoming software and supporting changes that will be implemented through CUSI.


A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Schultz to Approve Travel Reimbursement for Mileage for Sasha Horner in the Amount of $289.72 for CUSI Water Billing System Management. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Beccue, Greathouse, Devine, Schultz and Nystrom.

The Clerk reported that the Tazewell County Recycling Grant has been received. An update on Family and First Responder Appreciation Day was given. The location will most likely be moved due to the weather. Upcoming areas of focus in the office were also discussed.
Keneipp commented on the chimes at St. Johns Church.

Devine commented on the Bulldogs Soccer Team. They have an interest in playing at Westside Park. The Village will need insurance information prior to any park use. There was also discussion about porta-potties.
