October 16, 2018

     
The October 16, 2018 Regular Board meeting held at the Village Office, 110 W. Central, was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by President Keneipp.
     
Trustees physically present: Crawford, Beccue, Devine, Greathouse, Schultz, Nystrom.

Trustees absent:  None.
    
 Also physically present: Attorney Gronewold, Chief Weseloh, Supt. of Public Works Schopp, Ashley Brightwell with Olympia West PTO, Holly McGinnis with Olympia West PTO, Sandy Cook and Thomas Burroughs with Clifton Larson Allen.

Sandy Cook, Senior Advisor with Clifton Larson Allen, addressed the board and presented the Financial Audit Report for FY18. Cook referenced material weaknesses and stated that they are typical findings in a Village this size due to limited resources. She stated that there were some obstacles to overcome due to the transition from paper ledgers to an automated system and these will be worked out. Cook reviewed the audit findings.

McGinnis and Brightwell addressed the board regarding the Olympia West PTO sponsored Color Run. They informed the board and Chief Weseloh of the route, as well as other pertinent information as it relates to the race. McGinnis and Brightwell asked if there would be any issues with running it again this year. There were no objections and the board will make a final motion at the next meeting. A Certificate of Insurance with the Village listed as an additional insured has been requested and is required each year.

A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Greathouse to approve the 10/02/18 minutes as written.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Beccue, Greathouse, Devine, Schultz, Nystrom.

Chief Weseloh presented the activities for the month of September. Over $3,000.00 was raised in calendar ad sales for D.A.R.E.  The Red Ribbon Committee met and are making good progress with the upcoming event. The Minier Police Explorers will assist at 11 events during the month of October.

Schopp reported on Public Works Activity and backhoe repair.  Water loss is elevated due to another leak in Cobblestone that has since been repaired. Water mains were flushed. Schopp spoke with Cremeens about the park pavilion and the concerns that were expressed at a previous board meeting. Cremeens will adhere to code specifications on the build. Schopp followed up on the Safe Route School Grant. The Village cannot meet the Grant Requirements. Other options will be looked into. If only the crosswalk and lights are installed, the cost to the Village will be around $40,000.00.  There was brief discussion about other grant possibilities. Weseloh will look into Active Shooter Secondary Location Grants.  Schopp provided price points on a new Public Works Truck. This will be on the next agenda.


A motion was made by Schultz and seconded by Crawford to Approve the Purchase of an Office Laptop in the Amount of $689.98.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Beccue, Greathouse, Devine, Schultz, Nystrom.
Nayes: None.


A motion was made by Schultz and seconded by Nystrom to Approve the Purchase of 2 Lightbars for the Police Department in the Amount of $2,608.00 plus Shipping.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Beccue, Greathouse, Devine, Schultz, Nystrom.

Nayes: None.

Clerk Mugler and Deputy Clerk Horner provided the board with financial information regarding Westside Park Expenses and comparative information for wages and fuel. There was brief discussion about grant reimbursement and necessary expenses going forward.
Mugler briefed the board on One Republic Services and what they may be able to offer the Village. Tony Moore will be attending the November 20 meeting and addressing any questions that the board might have.

Mugler informed the board on a project that will be taking place through Tazewell County ETSB and Cloudpoint Geographic. There will be no expense to the Village for this. It will be approximately a year long project focusing on data cleanup for the 911 Dispatch Centers.

Keneipp provided an article for the board regarding small town grocery stores and the importance of patronizing them.

The Minier Fire Department is holding their annual pancake and sausage breakfast on Saturday, November 24.

Red Ribbon Week begins October 29.

Halloween Hours for the Village will be October 31 from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m.
