Chief Weseloh addressed the board. The Community Claus Spaghetti Dinner went well. There are also an overabundance of shoppers this year for the program. The Classic Country Christmas was a success.  There has been a lot of positive feedback and the Explorers were a great help. The 2015 Police Explorer SUV is going to Mike Murphy Ford for evaluation, issue unknown.
Schopp addressed the board. The water/sewer monthly report was conducted and water loss is down 13.9 %. The Public Works Department completed a lot of prep work for the Classic Country Christmas. Streets were swept in preparation for the parade. Outlets were added to a panel at Veterans Park. Storm damage was picked up around town.

A Motion was made by Frazier and seconded by Richards to Approve $30,000.00 Transfer From IL Fund Checking to General Fund Checking. Approved by roll call vote. Ayes: Frazier, Schultz, Williams, Dial, Richards.

The Clerk addressed the board and provided an update on the local grocery store and related information. An update was also given on the Classic Country Christmas Event. Approximately $2500.00 was raised to benefit Community Claus. Chief Weseloh has served the Village with the Minier Police Department for 20 years. A celebration will be had to honor this milestone.
There was extensive discussion regarding Solar Power in the Village and adult use cannabis laws. Ordinances will be prepared for the next board meeting. 

There was discussion regarding an additional video gaming machine at Minier FS.
