The May 01, 2018 Regular Board meeting held at the Village Office, 110 W. Central, was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by President Keneipp.
     
Trustees physically present: Crawford, Greathouse, Devine, Nystrom 

Trustees absent: Beccue
    
 Also physically present: Supt. of Public Works Schopp, Robert Cremeens, Steve Leesman with MIA, Jeff Brooks with Grainland, Syed Ahmed with FS.


Cremeens addressed the board regarding the bid process for the Park Shelter at Westside Park.  A low bid was received from Game Time c/o Cunningham Recreation in the amount $47,471.00.  Cremeens has viewed building from this company and feels that they are reputable.  He has requested color samples and feels that blue and grey is the best color scheme.  He is here to recommend that the board move forward with proper documentation and accept the low bid provided.  Cremeens anticipates a two month lead time. 


Cremeens exited the meeting.


Steve Leesman addressed the board regarding the annual renewal for group health insurance. He stated that there are not many options this year.  Leesman reviewed the plan that the Village had two years ago in comparison to last year and the proposed plan for this year.  Methodist and Unity Point are now in network and a Tele-Doc feature is being offered.  The board will be reviewing the information that was left.

Leesman exited the meeting.


Jeff Brooks with Grainland addressed the board.  He reviewed the history and current plans for the elevator.  They are in the process of installing a 30,000 gallon LP tank and vaporizer.  They plan to bore under Chicago Street, however, the contractors would like to bore all the way to the dryer as opposed to sleeving it.  The pipe will be six to ten feet underground.  Should there be a leak they would pull a new line in.  Brooks pointed out that there is a major cost difference with boring vs. sleeving.  The piping will be poly-tech not metal.  This allows for reconnection.  There is currently no concern with the truck route since the pipes will be deep.  Schopp pointed out that the GIS map shows that the Village right of way runs deep into the elevator property.  Public Works will be looking into this next week to see if they can locate a pin on the property line.  The vaporizer will be 25 feet off the road.  There will be balusters or a fence surrounding this.  There will be an emergency shut off switch and cables on the tank.  The tank will be supplemental for what Ameren cannot provide. Schopp informed Brooks that he has noticed issues with the road.  For example, curbside crumbling, road damage, etc.  Grainland is responsible for the repairs to these areas.  Brooks agreed and said that he would also be following up with the concrete company, as well.  He will also be in to fill out a permit application for the building of the tank.

Brooks exited the meeting.


Syed (Sid) Ahmed with SASA Gas-mart addressed the board.  He had previously met with Mayor Keneipp regarding his interest in adding video gaming to the FS gas station.  He currently has video gaming in his Havana store.  He is requesting that he be allowed to add this in Minier, as well.  He was very up front with the fact that the store is struggling.  He is looking for options to increase revenue and draw business back in.  The overhead is quite expensive and the video gaming would help offset this.  Another option would be to focus on the sale of liquor which Ahmed does not want to do.  He would prefer to do a gaming room.  There would be live video feed 24/7, a secure location, only one entrance (with a locked security exit) into the room, a keypad entry system, clear line of sight to the register and would, overall, be a very secure area.  He is asking for three machines which, logically, would only require the use of three parking spaces.  He would accommodate for these in the back of the store.  Crawford pointed out that he would need a pour license to have the video gaming.  This would require the village to alter the current ordinance.  This also opens the door for other businesses in town to request this same thing.  The bowling alley has lost their machines.  Ahmed stated that IL Gaming does sting operations.  Havana was recently the target of a sting operation and passed successfully.  Ahmed showed the board his live feed from the gaming room at his additional property.  He said that he offers free snacks and soda to the people gambling there. He also pointed out that there is room across the street for people to park.


Ahmed exited the meeting.


A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Greathouse to approve the 04/17/18 minutes as written.  Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Greathouse, Devine, Nystrom. Nayes: None.
There was no report for the police department.

Schopp addressed the board.  Water loss is back to single digits.  This is a great improvement.  Schopp commented further on Lagoon filters and draining.  Public works has been reading meters. The water line has been tapped and installed at Westside Park in the location for the possible dog park area.  Concrete was poured at St. Louis and Main, as well as Cobblestone.  Public Works attended a pesticide class for mosquito and right of way training.  Bill has returned for seasonal mowing. Clean up day has been lined up.  The dump will be the only charge to the Village at $90.00 per hour. Schopp feels that this will be a very fair price.  Schopp thinks that the Dodge may need to be replaced sometime soon.  It is not running well and the breaks are pulling.  The breaks will be replaced and a minor tune up done.  Schopp has also inquired about floor pans, however, attaching them may be an issue. Parts have been ordered. IL Rural Water Association has incentive programs for new trucks.  Schopp thinks that state bid trucks might be the most cost effective route to take.
Keneipp asked Schopp about the water main flushing and why there was no notice.  Schopp stated that he had not gotten the notification to the office in time to be added to the water bills.  One Call Now was mentioned as an option to alert residents during the next round of flushing.  Schopp mentioned that he will be checking on sidewalk lifting and commented further on road repair and options.  A new company is being used for tree removal, Brian King Tree Specialist.  Mr. King is an arborist and the company provides stump grinding and all of the hauling.

A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Greathouse to pay the Monthly Bills As Presented and Allowed. General Fund $28,645.32; Water $10,344.86; Sewer $469.70; Imig Park $1,799.17. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Greathouse, Devine, Nystrom. Nayes: None.
A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Greathouse to Approve the Purchase of a Park Shelter from Game Time c/o Cunningham Recreation in the Amount of $47,471.00. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Greathouse, Devine, Nystrom. Nayes: None.
A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Devine to Approve $1500.00 to the Kiwanis with the stipulation that $500.00 be put toward Village Beautification.

A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Greathouse to Approve Travel Reimbursement for Mileage in the amount of $28.88 to Sasha Horner for Local Records Act and Compliance Training. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Greathouse, Devine, Nystrom. Nayes: None.  
A motion was made by Greathouse and seconded by Crawford to Approve the Contract with Cross Implement, Inc. for the Rental of the JD Z930M Mower for the 2018 Mowing Season in the amount of $2,200.00. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Greathouse, Devine, Nystrom. Nayes: None.  
A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Devine to Approve Tree Removal and Stump Grinding at 311 W. Peoria, 205 E. Central and two trees at 212 N. Minier Ave by Brian King Tree Specialists in the Amount of $4,700.00. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Greathouse, Devine, Nystrom. Nayes: None.  
A motion was made by Crawford and seconded by Nystrom to Approve Municipal Impact as the Website Provider in the Amount of $788.45. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Greathouse, Devine, Nystrom. Nayes: None.

A motion was made by Greathouse and seconded by Devine to Approve the Resignation of Gary Burt. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Greathouse, Devine, Nystrom. Nayes: None.
Clerk Mugler addressed the board regarding the motion to approve a Family and First Responder Appreciation Day.  Mugler stated that the tentative date for the event would be Saturday, September 8, from 11:00 a.m to 3:00 p.m.  Invitations would be extended area wide including, but not limited to, Minier, Armington, Stanford, Hopedale, Danvers, Mackinaw, Mclean, Atlanta, Delavan, Tremont, Morton, Pekin and Bloomington.  First Responders would include Fire, Police, EMT and Domestic Violence Medical Advocates, as well as their families.  The location for this event will be at Westside Park.  Mugler went on to explain that the majority of the event would be funded and staffed by volunteers.  Some examples would be area businesses providing refreshments, supplies, food and monetary donations.  Mugler spoke with Chief Weseloh and Public Works Superintendent Schopp and both were in full support of the event and offered their departments and assistance.  Weseloh also stated that the Police Explorers would be available to assist with traffic control, parking, etc. The day would consist of lunch, games, family friendly events, prizes and a brief prayer service prior to lunch by Melvin Weseloh, should he be willing.  In addition, Mugler plans to set aside a time for speakers during the event.  For example, Mayor Keneipp, local chiefs.  Mugler has a connection with the Bloomington Police Department that may also be able to provide additional volunteers, services, and possibly a speaker.  Cremeens was also contacted about the event and has stated that disc golf, the pavilion and a large portion of the walking trail will be complete by September.  He does not anticipate the playground being finished.  He also stated that fire trucks, police vehicles and ambulances will be able to travel over the top of established grass.  Mugler and Horner will be devoting a lot of time to the success of this event, as will many other volunteers. 
A motion was made by Greathouse and seconded by Crawford to Approve Family and First Responder Appreciation Day at Westside Park.  Approved by roll call vote. Ayes: Crawford, Greathouse, Devine, Nystrom. Nayes: None.

The clerk informed the board that the contract for the Recycling Grant was received and will be on the next agenda.  The grant has doubled from last year.  IMLRMA sent a letter informing the Village that they had imposed a rate freeze and the liability insurance should not be increasing next year.  IMRF sent the preliminary rate notice and the employer portion has dropped to 8.84%.  Attorney Gronewold is working on the ordinances for the minimum bid threshold and the sewer tap on fee.  These will be at the next board meeting.  Trustee Greathouse was given the acknowledgement form for Ordinance 845.  All trustees have signed and returned this form.
Keneipp discussed old business items.  The clerk will be following up on the Bulldogs Soccer Club and the insurance coverage on the younger players.  The discussion regarding solar panels will remain on the table.  IMRF will be added to the next agenda to increase the minimum threshold to 1,000 hours from 600 hours.  Crawford inquired about ESDA and asked that Dustin Mugler follow up with him with a possible recommendation.   Keneipp asked the board to consider any replacements that they may have for Trustee Burt. 
There was a brief discussion regarding the video gaming request at FS. It was noted that extra revenue may be a benefit to the Village with the upcoming increase in dispatch fees. 

A motion to adjourn at 9:32 p.m was made by Crawford and seconded by Greathouse. Approved by roll call vote.  Ayes: Crawford, Greathouse, Devine, Nystrom. Nayes: None.
